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10. WHMIS Training
The Workplace Hazardous Information System (WHMIS) is Canada’s national hazard communication standard. The main components of WHMIS are labelling, Material Safety Data Sheets (MSDS) and worker training. When working with or near hazardous materials, a worker must have local WHMIS training to ensure that they understand the risks involved.
Each academic term, WHMIS training is provided by Health, Safety and the Environment. To register in a general WHMIS course, go to the training page of the HSE website (www.ubc.ca/okanagan/hse/register). The course covers the worker’s right know, which is protected by the WHMIS legislation and the BC Occupational Health and Safety Legislation.
A lab specific WHMIS orientation is also required. Use this document to ensure that the appropriate information is covered during the lab level orientation. MSDS of chemicals in the lab should be available at all times and should be updated at least every 3 years.
